Spicy Pumpkin Cake with 

Chocolate Chunks 
1pkg. (2 layer size) spice cake mix 
1 pkg. (8oz.) PHILADELPHIA Cream 
Cheese, softened, divided 
1 cup canned pumpkin  
1 tsp. ground cinnamon 
1/2 tsp. ground ginger 
6 squares BAKERS Semi-Sweet Choc., 
coarsely chopped or mini chips 
1/2 cup thawed COOL WHIP Whipped 
Topping 
2 Tbsp. sugar 

Preheat oven to 350. Prepare cake mix 
as directed on package, reducing water 
to 1/2 cup and increasing oil to 1/2 cup.
